Students must obtain a Certification for Tuition
Waiver form (available on the College website
under Costs & Aid, at the Cashier's O ce or

by calling 410-386-8040) verifying total and
permanent disability and receipt of disability
or retirement benefits from the Social Security
Administration, the Railroad Retirement Board,
or from the individual's federal retirement or
pension authority. Students must register in
person and submit the completed certification
form.

Quialified students are responsible for paying all
associated course fees.

Senior Adults

Maryland residents age 60 and over are exempt
from paying tuition for courses submitted for
State funding to support course costs. Residents
age 60 and over pay fees only, as shown with
the course description, plus $5 out-of-county
fees if not a resident of Carroll County.
